From the desk of the 
Health Commissioner, Dr. Timothy Angel

To the Citizens of Chillicothe and Ross County:

As you can imagine 2009 was a busy and stressful year in  
public health, in large part due to the challenge presented by the 
H1N1 influenza outbreak. But it was also a very rewarding year. 
After all, performing mass vaccination clinics and giving thousands 
of shots is our job! 

Although H1N1 dominated the news and planning for it took 
much of our time, there were other highlights.

Years ago, thanks to grant monies from the Adena Health 
System and Mead Paper (now Glatfelter) we purchased a mobile 
health unit, which allowed us to take our nursing services out to 
the schools. Now, all of the schools have their own school 
nurses, meaning we no longer needed that van. We decided that 
rather than sell it, we would donate it to an area agency, one that 
could put it to good use in the community. Now, the First Capital 
District Red Cross has a mobile unit that will benefit everyone in 
the community, whether it’s during blood drives or their re-
sponse to floods or other natural disasters.

We’re glad our donation helped a partner agency and bene-
fited the people of Ross County.

Another way we’ve helped locals is by providing classes 
through our Environmental Health Division for plumbers in the 
area. The 10-hour course we offered here kept local plumbers 
from having to drive to other counties to get their state required 
continuing education units. 

The health district employs people who live in this         
community. 

We’re involved in this community. 
We want to see everyone who lives 

here lead healthier lives.
